The table below accounts for 23 families who moved from the Molotschna 

settlement to the Neu Samara settlement in 1907. 

Column 1 contains an arbitrary numbering of the families. 

Column 2 gives the family number in the previous Russian Revision List, or 

census. The date of this census is unknown. 

Column 3 provides the family name of the household head (in bold) together 

with his patronymic and the ages for all family members. Ages are as of 

1907. 

Columns 4 & 5 give a count of males (M) and females (F) in each family. 

Column 6 gives the village (in the Molotschna colony) in which the household 

head was included in the last census (date unknown). 

Column 7 has been added in order to provide numbers (GM#) for the 

household heads from the GRANDMA database.  

Note that the original tables have a 7th column with some sort of reference 

number, which is not included here.

Regarding the settlement in the Volost Jumurtan-Tabyn of Johann Heinrich 

Loewen, who had resettled from the Tauria Governorate, together with another 17 

families.

27 September, to the Ujesd-Sjesd (Administration of Justice) of Busuluk. 

In 1890, the rural communities (village administrations?) the Volost Halbstadt and 

Gnadenfeld in the governorate of Samara, Ujesd Busuluk bought two plots of land.  

They belonged to Volost Yumurtan-Tabyn and Vosnesensk, Ujesd Busuluk. Here 

more than 350 families from the Volost Halbstadt and Gnadenfeld were settled in 

12 individual settlements, with 40 and 80 Desjatin land for each farm [Wirtschaft]. 

Today, according to the purchase contract, this land is in the full possession of 

these settlers. According to their application, the newcomers should also be 

attributed to these settlements. 

Here are 17 letters of release of the resettlers from the Volost Halbstadt, which are 

to be settled on this land in the village of Lugansk, Vollost Jumurtan-Tabyn. The 

Volost Administration (Halbstadt) hereby deeply asks the Ujesd Administration of 

Justice (Busuluk) to attribute these letters and the listed families to the said village.

A certificate of release was issued for each family. These provide no additional genealogical 

information. A sample is shown below: 

Certificate of Release 

The Volost mayor of Halbstadt, Ujesd Berdyansk, Gouv. Taurien has issued this to Loewen, Johann 

Heinrich from Muntau, 47 years old, that there are no objections to his resettlement to Lugovsk, 

Volost Jumurtan-Tabyn, Ujesd Busuluk, Gouv. Samara, and that all the conditions of Article 208 of the 

General Provisions and Articles 172 and 173 of the Provision on Discharge have been complied with 

and that the consultation of the village assembly established by Article 211 has been carried out. It is 

added that the resettler Loewen owns a plot of land of appropriate size according to Art. 221 and 

that this land is located no further than 15 Werst from the place of settlement. With him the 

following family members are settled:  wife:  Katharina (47), sons:  Heinrich (20), Johann (18), Peter 

(15), David (10), Jacob (6) and daughter:  Anna (16). 

Taxes and other charges were paid on 1 January 1908.
