Extraction from the 1874 Mennonite Emigration Loan Fund's Account Book (Schnurbuch')

In February 1874, as Mennonites prepared to emigrate from Russia to the United States, some leaders (mainly or entirely from the Alexanderwohl
congregation) put together a loan fund to help poor Mennonites pay for the costs of emigration. Church members were requested to contribute,
and needy people were able to apply for a loan. An account book, bound with a cord (schnur in German), was prepared to document the
transactions. The original Schnurbuch is in the Mennonite Library and Archives at Bethel College in North Newton, Kans., USA.

Below is a list of the contributors and borrowers. | started to list the Grandma # and immigration ship of each person, but then | decided that would
take far too much time. There are additional pages listing the rules of the fund, some discussion about its collection and disbursement, and accounts
