Introduction:

In the spring of 1923, a letter by Johann J and Neta Fast of Sergejewka, Fuerstenland
Settlement appeared in Die Mennonite Rundschau. The Fasts offered their gratitude for
a food draft, asked for the whereabouts of relatives, and reported on the conditions at
their community. Included is a register of nineteen recent deaths ranging from about
1919 to late 1922 or early 1923.

The names of the dead have been extracted and presented in a table, alphabetized by
surname. Cause of death for each individual, if known, has been included.

Note: letter-writer Mrs Neta Fast is likely #531369.
